We offer a range of low cost and no cost
courses aimed at individuals,

businesses and community groups. We
also provide photography courses in our
black and white darkroom for beginners
and improvers through to experienced
photographers who just want to expand
or develop their skills.

Open Access

You can take out a low cost (free to
community groups) annual membership
with The Media Workshop which
provides you with full use of a black and
white darkroom and an Apple Mac
computer suite every Thursday during
term time from 1pm — 9pm. |Itf's an
opportunity to carry out work within a
supported environment, a chance to
network with other members and a
space to be creative!

Projects

We can work with your group on a
creative project to meet your needs.
With expertise in photography, digital
imagery, research, oral histories, graphic
design and visual art, our Project Co-
ordinators are full of inspiration. Work
can be carried out with groups of all
ages on any chosen subject, or can be
completed by the Co-ordinators to a
specified brief. Projects could include:

websites, photography, murals, oral
histories, signage, posters, research,
exhibition display panels, t-shirt printing,
art classes... and much more.

Membership

As a member you will receive full use of
the Apple Mac computer suite and
darkroom to explore your own projects.
You will also receive a reduced rate on
the range of low cost courses run on
site.

Annual membership costs:

If you live in Southampton £20 (£10
concessions) If you live outside
Southampton £25 (£15 concessions)

Each time you visit you will be asked to
donate £2.00 (£1.50 concessions).

Funding
The Media Workshop is revenue funded
by Southampton City Council but
generates 50% of its annual turnover
through membership, project work and
courses.

Access

The Media Workshop is an accessible
venue and has a ramp at the front of
the school. There is a disabled toilet
and the darkroom and computer suite
are on the ground floor.

At the Media
Workshop we make
good use of time.

Regular reviews of
the present and future
as outlined in the

Development and

Marketing Plans keep
us on task. The 'Accounts' section of
this report highlights our effective use of
administrative and core art worker time.

This, and the increased worker hours
initiated the previous year, have
enabled us to increase our earned
income. This year 60% of our total
income was raised through project work
and specific grants; Southampton City
Council's revenue grant provided the
remaining 40%. We need to maintain
both earned and revenue income to
keep worker hours at present levels.
Two major projects this year centered
around the community at Weston Shore
(in terms of income these are the

biggest projects undertaken in 30
years!). The 'Projects' section gives
you a flavour of our activities.

As regular work in our resource base at
Mount Pleasant Junior School
continues (including in the darkroom -
the only open access facility in the
south outside of London!), we have
begun looking at 30 years of past
achievement. The founder of the
Workshop, Judy Harrison, is helping
current workers and Directors with this,
but we need your involvement, too.
