You’ll all remember from our last newsletter (No.4), that
we had lost £6,000 from our revenue grant from
Southampton City Council. This 16.5% cut has meant us
working hard to make-up the short fall on the one hand
while still offering free and low cost arts activities and
resources on the other.

We would like to say its been easy,  but it hasn’t!  we’ve
managed to get through the first two quarters of the
financial year by using some of the money we had put
aside for a new heating system.

That said we have continued to run successful projects
and activities programme and we are looking forward to
a busy Autumn and Winter with number of exciting new
developments.

MPMW helped children at Moorlands Infants School to make
pictures using the sun and flowers.  The children used
special Cyan-o-type paper to make their collages.  They put
leaves and flowers on the paper and put it in the sun.
Cyanotypes react to the sun leaving a picture where the
objects leave a shadow and the children made collages of a
vase of flowers with the finished result.  

Martin Reid Project Coordinator at MPMW completed a MA in interactive
production in September 2002. For his major project he produced a digital art
support site for Southampton based community. The Web site complements
our FREE course programme and contains interactive tutorials aim at the
beginner.

Within our Southamptonweb project we can
also offer help to Southampton based

groups to produce a small web site
which promote their activities.
